® sings songs or thymes with action

® responds to comprehension questions related to stories and poems,
in home language or English or sign language, orally and in writing

® draws or writes a few words or short sentences in response to poems

@ listens to short texts from children’s section of newspapers, read out
by the teacher

® listens to instructions and draws a picture

® uses pronouns related to gender like ‘his/her’, ‘he/she’, ‘it’ and
other pronouns like ‘this/that’, ‘here/there’, these/those’, etc.

® uses prepositions like ‘before’, ‘between’, etc.

@ composes and writes simple, short sentences with space between
